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Delegates gathered at Central
Hall, Westminster, for the XVIII
Synod of the Diocese of the United
Kingdom on Saturday 18th April
2009.

Before the Pontifical High Mass
which opened the Synod Mr
Howard Marsh, St Alban’s, Salford,
was received from the Church of
England and The Rev Canon
Donald Walker, Obl/OSB was
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Appointed as an Honorary Canon of
the Diocese by the Bishop.

‘Canons’ of a different sort were
also on the agenda for the Synod
Meeting. The Vice Chancellor and
Canonist The Very Revd Raymond
Thompson presented the final draft
of the revised Diocesan Canons for
approval by Synod. The revision of
the Code of Canons has been
ongoing for a number of years.
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Every year | look forward to
one of the most glorious parts of
our celebration of the Sacred
Triduum at the beginning of
Great Paschal Vigil on Holy
Saturday. There in the
darkness, we welcome the
Paschal Candle carried in
procession, burning with the light
of Christ; - from the darkness of
the tomb the new light arises
and with it, new life.

In the services of Eastertide
the light of the Paschal candle
shines over our gathered
congregations in witness to the
light of our risen Lord. The new
light kindled on Holy Saturday is
clearly central to our lives as
Christians. Yet on Ascension
Day, we extinguish the Paschal
candle during the Mass,
signifying our Lord’s departure
from us as He ascended unto
His Father’s throne.

The challenge that we face as
we enter Trinity-tide - which in
much of the modern Church is
rather unhelpfully referred to as
'‘Ordinary Time' — is to maintain
the light of the Risen Christ in
our hearts and in every aspect of
our lives. It is only through our
daily witness to our faith in Christ
Jesus that we can reach the goal
set for us by our Lord, to love
Him with all our hearts and
minds and strength, and to love
our neighbours as ourselves.

In my charge to the Diocesan
Synod in April | spoke of the
need for us to evangelise. From
this Charge | quote:

"Many books have been
written about church growth
but one fact stands out above
all others: 90% of the people
who join a church do so
because they have been
personally invited. Someone,
a person like you and me, an
ordinary person who loves
God, invited them to come to
church.

We must be more
passionate  about  church
growth than we have been.
Our diocese must be strong
and healthy with growing
congregations, places where
people truly encounter God,
through the Sacraments and
through our example of
Christian love. | don't want
any excuses from anyone,
endless discussions of what
may have once been tried but
failed, of what might have
been if only ... not because
I am without sympathy...
but because | do not want us
to have been tested but
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found wanting and lacking faith in
God with whom all things are
possible. | know it is not always
easy to speak to others about our
faith and to invite them to come to
church with us, but I also know that
Jesus will fill us with the courage
and love we need.

... The Anglican Catholic Church,
although the original so-called
‘Continuing Anglican Church’, is not
typical of the continuing movement.
Not everything from Anglicanism is
worth continuing, for by seeking to
be Anglicans in much of what
existed in the Church of England,
prior to 1992 except women priests,
one risks the same ideas and
weaknesses that led that church to
its present state resurfacing in the
future.

The Diocese of United Kingdom
was established in 1992 because a
small group of people shared a
belief in the importance of what the
Church of England was
abandoning. Sometimes we
encounter people who deny we are
truly Anglican. | guess it depends on
what criteria or definition one uses
for the term. Sometimes we hear
some say we are not Catholic and
others we are not Orthodox.

The divisions in the Body of Christ
are sinful - without a doubt - but in
our separation from each other we
are no more or less than these other
manifestations of the One Holy
Catholic and Apostolic Church,
whatever their or our size. We are
Anglicans, we are Catholic, we are
Orthodox. We are part of the Body
of Christ and we have a Gospel to
proclaim.

If you asked someone to come
with you to church and they said no,
ask them again. Pray for them,

H

Ask God to inspire them, ask him
to inspire you, to make you brave.
Proclaim your faith.

If someone attends our worship
and love what we do but have not
joined us, ask them to do so ,ask
them to show a commitment, to
stand up and be countered

For all of us responding to this
call means displaying a certain
amount of humility, taking a risk,
maybe forgetting what old
Anglicanism meant and learning
instead to embrace that distillation
one finds in the ACC of what
Anglican Catholicism really means”

| began by writing about the
challenge we face during Trinity
tide - of course this period is also
called ‘Sundays after Pentecost’
and here is a significant clue as to
how we can achieve these things
for ourselves and for our Church.

The Holy Spirit empowered the
Apostles and transformed
frightened nervous men into the
great Evangelists. It is the Holy
Spirit working through us that can
achieve great things ... our
real challenge is not to do anything
to stifle or prevent that from
happening!

| pray that the grace of God
keeps us faithful servants of the
light of Christ.

Before the Mass Mr Howard
Marsh from Bolton was received

This Synod marked out another
historical milestone in the
development of our Diocese.
Once again after some years of
there having been a Vacancy in
See, the Diocese of the United
Kingdom was meeting in Synod
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under the chairmanship of its own
Diocesan Bishop The Right Revd
Damien Mead, second Bishop
Ordinary of the Diocese who was
consecrated in September 2008.

Following the Credentials Report
and Roll Call , the Diocesan Secre-
tary, Dr Fidge reported that the DUK
had the same number of Parishes/
Missions as last year - twelve in all
and that we had seen a modest
growth in numbers rising from 93 in
2007 to 107 in 2008 (excluding
Anglicans at Large).

The Bishop, in his Charge to the
Diocese, reminded the people that
when Bishop Starks preached at his
Consecration he had said that in
order for a Bishop to be a teacher,
shepherd and servant he must have
people to serve. Bishop Mead said
that in this 31* year of the ACC's
history there are encouraging signs
of growth worldwide. However the
grim spectre of secularism, atheism,
persecution of Christianity, the
encouragement of diversity, the
apostasy of many Christians, the rise
of militant Islam, the undermining of
traditional Christian morality and the
questioning of the sanctity of Human

life encroach upon us from all sides.
And now at this time of economic
unrest as the false gods and
securities of our societies fail us we
have even more confusion, worry
and pressure to deal with.

The Church’s greatest strength
comes when it is under threat, when
it is persecuted, when being a
Christian is dangerous. Well we
are in danger just as assuredly as
our ACC brethren in India, Africa
and Central America. The source is
the same, the devil working through
sin, although the means are more
subtle than bullets, kidnappings,
firebombs and beatings ... it is
indifference, complacency, a loss of
urgency and a lack of zeal.

We must evangelise - it isn’t
optional it is a duty and the
responsibility of each and every one
of us. We can invite our families,
our friends and our neighbours, the
people we meet in the corner shop,
at work and at the clubs we attend
to come to church with us. He said
he knew it was not always easy to
speak to others about our faith but
Jesus would fill us with the courage
and love we need.

He recalled how the Diocese of
United Kingdom was established in
1992 because a small group of
people shared a belief in the
importance of what the Church of
England was abandoning. We are
Anglicans, we are Catholic, and we
are Orthodox. We are part of the
Body of Christ and have a Gospel to
proclaim this is the challenge.

For the future, Bishop Mead said
he could see a bigger stronger
network of parishes and missions
than we currently have, better
distributed to serve the people God
calls to us; men offering themselves
for ordination; missions attended by
happy faithful people where all the
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worries about validity of
sacraments, ill conceived
liturgical experimentation and the
winds of change have been
banished to a bad memory being
open to the Holy Spirit to move
towards Christian Unity without
compromise of essentials. He said
he prayed we have this future ...
being faithful stewards of Catholic

Faith, Orthodox Worship and
Apostolic Order as we have
received it as faithful Anglican
Catholics.

| was not able to complete as
many Visitations as Vicar General
during the year as | would have
liked. My first as Bishop was to
Salford and Rochester to induct
Fathers Johnson and Thompson
as Area Deans.

During 2008 we did not
experience, either significant
growth or reduction in member-
ship. For a large organisation this
might be considered to be a fair
state of affairs ... for a Diocese the
size we are, not growing is
bordering on a disaster. We must
redouble our efforts in 2009 and
beyond. We are not a holding pen
for the disgruntled or a waiting
room for the select few. We have a
mission and message both as
Christians and as Anglican
Catholic Christians. Perhaps the
wait for my consecration created

an air of expectancy in 2008 ... if
so lets make 2009 a year to begin
to fulfil that expectancy.

One possible objection to our
having our own bishop mooted in
the past was that there was not
enough ‘Episcopal things’ for a
resident bishop to do. Although
this misses the point of our having
a bishop ordinary in the first place,
it is worth consideration.

The health of the church is
measured, of course, by
faithfulness .... But by your fruits
ye will be known and this faith
must have a manifestation other
than keeping the light shining on
Sunday and Holy Day worship.
Baptisms, Confirmations,
Receptions into the Church,
candidates for Holy Orders ... all of
this are signs of health and
faithfulness. We all need to make
sure 2009 is busier ... you have a
bishop now ... make sure | have
enough ‘Episcopal things’ to keep
me busy!

Secretary’s Report on the work

of the Council of Advice
(Sometime ‘Guardians of the Spiritualities’)

The Council met for its regular
quarterly meetings during the year.
A wide range of topics was
discussed covering all aspects of
the work of the Church.
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The Council has also received
Reports on many issues of Church
life and dealt with all aspects of the
temporal management of the
Diocese. Among these matters
were the following:

Appeal for Documents

Documents relating to the date
for the erection of the Diocese in
1992 had been. The major factors
and dates relating to the erection
of the Diocese are now known.

Election of Bishop

There was a lot of discussion on
the Election of Bishop. The
Archbishop issued a Writ of
Election and an Electoral Synod
was convened on the same day as
the Diocesan Synod, 29 March
2008. The Consecration was held
at St Augustine’s College Chapel,
Westgate, Kent on 20 September
2008.

Bishop Meads companies Credo
Care and Credo AR2 had
presented the Diocese with an
Episcopal Ring for the perpetual
use of the Bishop.

All Members of the Council
approved a Vote of
Congratulations to Bishop Mead .

Quorum

The problems relating to the
calculation of a quorum at Synod
took some time to discuss

A common sense approach to
calculating the quorum by using a
figure for each group based on
their ability to send one or two
delegates had always been used
up to now. It was decided to
clarify this question at Provincial
level and if necessary introduce a
proviso into our Canons to
facilitate and continue this
arrangement.

Bishop Starks at the Altar in

Bishop Starks’ Visit

Bishop Starks visited the
Diocese from 2 March — 11 April
2008. During which time he visited
Canterbury, East Retford,
Manchester, Northampton, Whitby

He presided at the 1998 Annual
Diocesan Synod and Electoral
Synod in London at Central Hall
Westminster on 29th March.

Accident Recording

Mr Mann had revised a form for
reporting accidents or any matter,
which had insurance implications,
to the Diocese and keeping a
record of them.

Deans of South and North

The Bishop had decided not to
appoint a new Vicar General but to
appoint two priests as Deans of
the North (Fr Charles Johnson)
and South (Fr Ray Thompson) to
assist him in the Diocese.
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GAFCON
Copies of the Archbishop’s

Views on the GAFCON Meeting in
Jerusalem 2008 were distributed.
This was the Metropolitan’s
response to the publication of the
GAFCON Statement from certain
‘Traditional’ Anglicans from across
the World who mainly objected to
gay men being ordained and the
blessing of same-sex ‘unions’, in
some parts of the Anglican
Communion.  The Archbishop’s
Statement has also appeared in
The Trinitarian and Members of
the ACC should fully note what the
Archbishop says.

Status of The Council

Following the Consecration of
Father Mead as the Bishop
Ordinary the status and nature of
the Council changed as a result.
When there is a vacancy, and the
Diocese is without a Bishop the
Council acts as the Guardians of
the Spiritualities, and in matters
temporal, has the complete
oversight and management of the
Diocese. But now with a Bishop in
place the Council reverts to its
former status as being Council of
Advice and ex-officio Members
serving on it now have a voice in
its deliberations but no vote.
During a vacancy they have had
both voice and vote.

Finance

Mr Richard Mann took the
Delegates through the Accounts,
clarifying and answering such
guestions that arose. We adopted
a budget of £20,700 for 2009. In
his Report, Treasurer Richard
Mann said that in spite of the
expenses of this ‘Consecration
Year we had remained within our
budget and made substantial
progress in recovering tax paid on
donations to the Church through
the gift Aid Scheme.

The Accounts were published and
distributed.

The Treasurer has reported the
Accounts in good shape.
The Charity Tins had raised over
£300. The topic of an Endowment
Fund was discussed following the
Bishop’s proposal to set up such a
fund based on the concept of the
Provincial Fund. This meant that a
dedicated fund be set aside to
attract income in various ways, the
interest from which would be used
for the development of the ACC,
but the capital would remain
untouched. Mr Mann felt that we
had a responsibility to set aside
some funds for regular Donations
to Charities with which the Council
agreed.

Gift Aid Tax back

Mr Mann said that over £7000
had been received back from the
Tax Office in connection with the
Gift Aid Scheme since 2000. The
Treasurer emphasised how
important it was that all income
from taxpayers be Gift Aided. He
explained the scheme fully but
realised that there is still a long
way to go to fully capitalise on this
scheme. He presented a Gift Aid
Action Plan, which the Council
accepted as a model for the way
ahead when numbers and
personnel in the Missions would
allow its implementation. Now we
have a Bishop it is essential that
his expenses are a fundamental
element in our budgeting.
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Costs of the Consecration

The Treasurer reported that the
cost for the Consecration was in
the region of £5000 but with other
allied expenses the overall total
was about £8000. Much of the
expense was borne by the Bishop
himself with contributions from the
Diocese, other individuals and
Missions. The Bishop expressed
his thanksReport of the D.U.K.

Board of Ministry

Canon Don Walker, Chairman,
reported that during the year the
Board of Ministry has completed
the list of books required to be
read by ordinands undertaking
training, and has worked on a
certificate to be given to
candidates who have been
successful in completing the
course for ordination but there is
still some work to be done on the
graphics before this is finished.

The Board has also determined
the optional subjects, which should
be studied for the Certificate of
Higher Education Biblical Studies
and Theology run by the Open
Bible Institute, which is undertaken
by our ordinands.

Archivist's Report

Father Thompson reported that
he has contacted the Provincial
Archivist for a precise list of the
type of items, which are required.
When we have received this we
can send archives, which are
stored from previous years and
maintain an annual transfer of
documents to prevent a backlog
occurring in future.

Bookshop Report / Trinitarian
Report/ ACC — UK Report

The Bookshop increased in
book sales in 2008 due to new
resources and including new
books in its catalogue. In 2007
Book sales were £73.40 compared
to a huge jump to £345.25 for 2008
However the Bookshop still hasn’t
advertised its services outside of
the DUK.

The Trinitarian has a lower
income from subscriptions for the
third year running and the shortfall
that the Diocese owes on our
Subscriptions has been met by
donations and subsidised by the
Bookshop as in previous years.

I remain, for the second year
running, disappointed that so few
parishes and missions have
remembered the donations from
Trinity Sunday which should be
earmarked for assisting the
Bookshop to meet the short fall in
subscriptions.

2008 has been an exciting time
for the Parish.
