  Mr John Upton (67) was a     
Member of my Council of Advice 
and until recently a Lay Reader in 
the Diocese. He attended the   
Mission of St Mary and St        
Eanswythe, Dartford, Kent,                 
suffered a serious stroke some 
time ago, and died at 5.30pm on 
Thursday 21st July 2011.        
Originally from the USA, John had 
for many years in South East   
London working as a teacher. He 
joined the ACC in America in the 
year of its formation (1978) but 
upon arrival in England (where 
there was then no ACC) attended 

the Church of England.  

   In the 1990's when John         
became aware of the                         
establishment of the Diocese of 
the United Kingdom Church he 
attached himself to the Dartford 
Mission where he remained a 
staunch supporter. He was        
licensed as a Lay Reader in  Jan-
uary 2007 although ill health pre-
vented him from fulfilling that min-

istry. He served various terms 
on the Bishop's Council of Ad-

vice.    

   John, who was unmarried, 
was visited by Canon Don Walk-
er and The Very Revd   Ray-
mond Thompson during his last 
days and Dr Roy Fidge and Dr 
Jonathan Munn from the Dart-
ford Mission also visited him 
and I deeply appreciate the care 

they all showed him. 

  It was especially sad that for, 
what we have been told are 
ópolitical reasonsô his funeral 
service was conducted by the 
Church of England on Thursday 
25th August 2011. Although    
invited to attend ACC members 
were told they did so in a private 
capacity, I know that John has 
been remembered in prayer 
throughout the Diocese. He will

Whilst preparing for 
this operation doctors found that 
cancer had spread to his lungs and 
lymph system. He was told that he 
had a limited life expectancy of 3 to 
6 months.        
     Unfortunately his health soon      
deteriorated even further and for the 
last month he was cared for at home 
in Salford, Greater Manchester, by 

his friends and  Macmillan Nurses. 

   Born on 21st April 1962 in         
Wolverhampton, Staffordshire, Fr 
Tim attended St Peterôs Collegiate 
School, Compton Park,               
Wolverhampton from 1974 to 1980. 
He gained a Diploma of Higher  Ed-
ucation in 1984 and the BA 
(Honours) Degree in Humanities 
from the University of                        
Wolverhampton in 1985. 
 
   From 2002-2006 he served as an 
Elected Councillor representing 
Claremont Ward on Salford City 
Council. He was also a School   
Governor and a Member of the Roy-
al Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. 
 
   Fr Tim was made a deacon on 
24th April 1994 within the             
óTraditional   Anglican Communion 
(TAC)ô by The Most Revd Louis 
Falk. Between 1999 and 2001 he        
ministered within an Old Catholic 
Jurisdiction returning to Traditional 
Anglicanism in 2002 and was made 
a priest on 1st May 2004 within the 
óTraditional Church of England 
(TCE)ô by The Most Revd Michael 
Newman. He served as Priest in 
Charge of the Mission of St George, 
Stretford,  Manchester. 
 
  In 2006 Fr Tim applied to join the 
Anglican Catholic Church, Diocese 
of the United Kingdom. On 13th April 

2007 he was ordained ósub           
conditioneô deacon by The Rt Revd 
Rommie Michael Starks at                    
St Augustineôs Church, Canterbury, 
Kent, ordained priest ósub           
conditioneô the following day and  
licensed as Curate at St Alban the 
Martyr, Salford, Manchester. 
 
    During his last weeks the clergy 
of St Albans and Fr Howard Marsh 
of our Bolton Mission visited him 
and I had the privilege of visiting 
with him before he died. 
 
    I celebrated a Solemn Pontifical 
Sung Mass of Requiem at St      
Albanôs Church on Thursday 17th 
August and officiated at his        
Committal afterwards at the          
Agecroft Crematorium, Salford. A 
very large number of people        
attended his obsequies, with the 
congregation at Church spilling out 
on to the pavement.  
 
   Fr Tim was a valued member of 
the house of clergy within the ACC   
Diocese of the United Kingdom. A 
man of prayer and deep faith who 
displayed great fortitude and grace 
during the last few months of his 
life.  He will be deeply missed by 
the people he served at St Albanôs, 
his brother clergy and his Bishop. 
   He is survived by his mother 
Jean, his father John died last year, 
he had no brothers of sisters.   
 
   These two events have left me 
very conscious of the reality of our 
mortal nature. It has also raised for 
me an important issue that every 
clergyman and lay person in our 
Diocese must seriously give        
consideration to; what will happen 
when you die?

    I am not talking theologically and 
spiritually, although perhaps there is 
a connection.  I am talking about the 
clear instructions that should be left 
by ACC members as to how they 
wish their funeral arrangements to 
be made.  
 
    Choosing hymns and specifying a 
Requiem Mass or whether          
cremation or burial are desired are 
part of it. However on a more        
fundamental level clear instructions 
that you are a member of the          
Anglican Catholic Church and that 
you wish a priest of our Church to 
officiate at your funeral are           
essential.  In cases where you may 
be the only family member who    
belongs to the ACC ðor indeed the 
only Christian or Churchgoer in your 
family ð you need to especially 
make sure that instructions are left 
in writing. It is not enough to         
assume your loved ones will óknowô 
what you wanted.   
 
   We all know the stories of how 
Hospitals have notoriously listed an-
yone not filling in the óReligionô box 
on  their forms with óCofEô. If you 
are hospitalised you may need to 
having in writing that you wish ACC 
clergy to minister to you.  It is es-
sential that consideration be given 
to these matters now. An amend-
ment to your will may be   neces-
sary and in the case of Clergy, Lay 
Readers  and Church Officers in-
structions concerning Church prop-
erty in your possession should also 
be put in writing.  
     
    I would also at this point like to 
mention leaving a legacy in your will 
to the ACC.  The Church is the 
Body of Christ, We  are  linked  with

online. Visit  
the Diocesan 
Website and 
click on  

those who have gone before and 
those who will follow afterwards. We 
have a responsibility to support the 
Church not only through our prayers 
and loyal attendance, but according 
to our means financially. A legacy in 
our Last Will and Testament is an 
opportunity to do so. You can     
specify what the legacy is for or it 
can be used at the discretion of the 
Church.  It should also be specified 
whether it is a gift to the Anglican 
Catholic Church, Diocese of the 
United Kingdom or to the individual 
parish or mission you attend. If you 
wish to remember your priest you 
must make clear it is a personal gift 
to him, or if you wish him to use it 
for furtherance of his ministry state 
that too. 
 
   I will shortly be distributing cards 
to the clergy for Church members I 
shall also circulate forms that will 
assist in what I have mentioned 
above. If anyone needs further     
advice please speak to your clergy 
or contact me directly at the          
Diocesan Office. 
 
  If you are a non ACC member but 
would like the Church to be           
involved with your funeral it is 
equally important that you specify 
this to your next of kin or executors. 
 
 \ May the souls of these and all 
the faithful departed, Rest in Peace 
and may light perpetual shine upon 
them. Amen.

He also reported an      
increase in receptions into the 
Church, the latest being Dr Jonathan 
Munn who was received in St Au-
gustineôs Canterbury and will be a 
member of St Mary and St           
Eanswythe, Dartford.  The DUK was 
regularly featured in the Trinitarian 
but care was needed here since it 
was easy for people in America to 
get the wrong impression of the     
degree to which things are           
happening here.   Conditions are so 
different to those found in the USA.  
Mr John Omwake (editor of          
Trinitarian) had stated he was very 
impressed by our Diocesan Website, 
saying it was the best in the whole of 
the ACC and congratulating the

Bishop appoints his                            
Representatives to COA:   
    The Bishop said that as his        
appointments to the COA were still 
open he had decided to ask Fr Marsh 
to serve as his appointee in the 
House of Clergy and Dr Fidge in the 
House of Laity.  He was pleased to 
announce that they were both willing 
to do so. 
 
The Paper Edition of Revised    
Canons was distributed all Members 

present and would be sent to other 
Members of the Council of Advice 
and all Clergy in the Diocese.  The 
Bishop thanked Mr Mulholland for 
printing the Canons and binding them 
for distribution. 
 
Church Shop (ACC) Book Stock:  

Mr Mulholland said that the situation 
regarding holding copies of the books 
on the reading list for Clergy Training 
in the church Shop was as follows:

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date news items, which are regularly 
reported.   
    The Bishop announced that he was 
aware that Archbishop Robinson 
(United Episcopal Church of North 
America) has licensed seven British 
clergymen into an organisation to be 
called óThe Anglican Church in Great 
Britainô.  As the UECNA is in          
communion with the ACC, the setting 
up such a body without prior              
consultation with the Diocesan Bishop 
or Archbishop of the Province gives 
rise to some concern.  However it is 
early days and not  possible to predict 
how this might develop or its impact on 
our Diocese. 
    However any sacramental            
involvement within the ACC or visa 
versa needs to have the approval of 
both Bishop Mead and Archbishop 
Robinson.  
 
Treasurerôs Report:    
   Fr Marsh said we were doing very 
well. Regarding the Diocesan          
Insurance he explained that St Albans 
and St Ninianôs had both expressed 
the wish to join the Scheme as they 
were to terminate the current              
independent cover they had.  The     
Diocesan scheme is mainly to cover 
Employersô and Public liability.  Under 
the cover all Diocesan Clergy and   
Others who hold office or responsibility 
in the Church are covered for a variety 
of risks involved in the conduct of their 
responsibilities and Church duties.  
There was misunderstanding as to 
whether the Diocesan Insurance     
covered buildings, property,              
furnishings and contents etc (most of 
which it probably does not).  A very 
detailed and searching discussion    
developed.  The Insurance               
implications of holding services in     
private homes, shops, Council or other 
Institutionsô premises meant that there 
is a maze of insurance factors, which 
need both, clarifying and covering.  
The Bishop said he would give our  
Insurance Manager a   comprehensive  
 

list of the varied                                
requirements of our Missions/
Parishes and ask his advice on to 
the best way to cover these.   The 
Bishop reminded the Meeting that 
Fr Marsh was acting as Treasurer in 
a temporary capacity until a more 
permanent candidate could be 
found. Is there anyone out there   
interested in filling this post?   
    The Bishop said he had heard of 
changes to the Gift Aid regulations, 
which might allow money in the 
open plate or other forms of          
collecting to be Gift Aided.  He said 
he would check that out. 
 
Report from The Board of        
Ministry   On 8th January 2011, 

with Fr Johnson as a co-opted 
member, the Board of Ministry      
interviewed the Fr William Campbell 
to determine his suitability for the 
Sacred Ministry.  He was             
considered to be very suitable and 
had undertaken a large amount of 
training for the Priesthood and the 
Franciscan Order in the Roman 
Catholic Church.  It was              
recommended that his ordination 
should not take place for six months 
to allow him to be more conversant 
with the Anglican Catholic Church 
and to be sure it was truly the 
Church he really wanted  
    The Board considered a request 
from a Mr Robert Duncan, (a       
resident of Glasgow and not a 
member of the Anglican Catholic 
Church), to consider the suitability 
of the Bachelor of Theology Degree 
as a distance learning course at   
Aberdeen University.  He expressed 
an interest for Ordination in  the   
Anglican Catholic Church.            
The Board agreed that this course 
would be suitable although we 
would want to be involved in the 
choice of modules for study. He was 
told he would be expected to      
comply with our protocol                
for          Ordination       in         this

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Church.  The Board wrote to him       
accordingly by email with a second 
email to follow but he has not replied 
to either.   
   At the request of a member of the 
ACC the Board reviewed two courses 
at Nations University of America, and, 
provided that he Bishop agrees, the 
Board was happy about the Bachelor 
of Religious Studies from the           
Ordination point of view.   The Board 
felt that the degrees may be              
fundamentalist and would want to be 
involved in the choice of the 'Religious 
Electives' which the student would 
have to study.  A letter was written to 
the enquirer accordingly.   
    The Bishop thanked Fr Walker for 
his report and said that The Board 
would need to develop a policy not to 
órush intoô checking out courses which 
possible candidates were asking to 
use for their training, particularly if they 
were not yet members of the ACC or 
had not submitted an application for 
training with the support of their local 
priest.  He recognised the very large 
work burden this put upon the       
Chairman of the Board ï Fr Walker in 
particular.  Bishop Mead mentioned 
the fact that Mr Richard Mulholland 
was the person referred to at the end 
of Fr Walkerôs Report who had         
submitted an application form for   
training which would be coming to the 
Board shortly in the hope that an     
interview might be arranged some time 
in September. 
 
Archive Matters: The Bishop           
announced the appointment of Mr   
Mulholland to act as his part-time     
Personal Assistant. 
 

Anglicans at Large:   

  The Bishop thanked Fr 
Marsh for serving those in 
the north.  Fr Johnson 
said there was now a   
pastoral extension in 

Newcastle of some of the people who 
were originally in the ACC but who 

went to TAC and are now showing an 
interest in possibly returning.   
   The ódoor is still openô in Glasgow 
though there has not been much      
activity from there recently.  The Bish-
op raised the issue of whether we 
need to advertise or not.  If we          
advertised would a large National one 
do more than local inserts in local     
papers?  It was said that every Mission 
had its own different needs and     
problems and people going to them 
responded in different ways.   
   The clergy need to present a caring, 
sincere, welcoming attitude to the un-
churched people we are trying to 
reach.  We could leave leaflets around 
in places where they could be found 
and maybe bear fruit.  We all need to 
do whatever we can, when we can.      
   There was discussion about means 
of outreach and the Bishop wondered 
if a small grant of, say, Ã100 per      
Mission would assist in providing some 
local advertising (leaflets, handouts, 
local advertisements in shop windows/
local papers etc).  It was left that if 
Missions wanted such help they 
should contact the Bishop. 
 
As next year is the Twentieth          
Anniversary of the founding of the Di-
ocese, the Bishop suggested inviting 
the Archbishop to attend Synod and 
visit in the Diocese, if possible.
